1) Memorize the 5th Commandment and the explanation to the commandment.
Fifth Commandment: “You shall not kill.” 
    Explanation: “We are to fear and love God so that We do not hurt our neighbor in any way, but help him in all his physical needs.” 

2) Memorize the 6th  Commandment and the explanation to the commandment.
Sixth Commandment:  “You shall not commit adultery.”
      Explanation: “We are to fear and love God so that in matters of sex our words and conduct are pure and honorable, and husband and wife love and respect each other.”

3) Memorize the 7th  Commandment and the explanation to the commandment.
Seventh Commandment: “You shall not steal.”
    Explanation: “We are to fear and love God so that we do not take our neighbor’s money or property, or get them in any dishonest way, but help him to improve and protect his property and means of making a living.”


4) Memorize the 8th  Commandment and the explanation to the commandment.
Eighth Commandment: “You shall not bear false witness against your neighbor.”
   Explanation: “We are to fear and love God so that we do not betray, slander, or lie about our neighbor, but defend him, speak well of him, and explain his actions in the kindest way.”


   5)  Memorize the 9th commandment
Ninth Commandment: “You shall not covet your neighbor’s house.”
   Explanation: “We are to fear and love God so that we do not desire to get our neighbor’s possessions by scheming, or by pretending to have a right to them, but always help him keep what is his.”

   6)  Memorize the 10th commandment
Tenth Commandment: “You shall not covet your neighbor’s wife, or his manservant, or his maidservant, or his cattle, or anything that is your neighbor’s.”
   Explanation: “We are to fear and love God so that we do not tempt or coax away from our neighbor his wife or his workers, but encourage them to remain loyal.”

Suggestions for memorization – don’t worry… if you do these things over the next two weeks you will 	get them all memorized (or at least very, very close):
	1)  Create index cards (you may wish to create several sets with a variety of options) 
		a) “6th  Commandment” on one side with just the commandment written out on the other side.
		b) “Explanation to 1st Commandment” on one side and the explanation written out on the 				other side.
	2)  Rewrite the commands and explanations at least five (preferably 10 times) each day. 
	3)  Have a friend or parent quiz you once a day on one of the commandments.
