Mundhaus:  Coming Soon

   Houses are on our minds this December. The congregation meets December 4th to consider purchasing the Hennig House next door, first built after the Civil War by Felix Van Der Stucken, brother of Fredericksburg’s famous musician. The Van Der Stuckens operated a mill on the property where Bethany’s campus now stands. 

   But there’s another house for December. Martin Luther had a clever term for the ongoing preaching, liturgy, and music of the Christian church:  mundhaus, or “mouth-house.”

   How’s the mouth-house of Bethany? In Advent, our mouths speak and sing of the very beginnings of Christianity…not only the birth of Jesus at Christmas but also the ancient Hebrew prophecies and stories about a Messiah “who would come.” The word advent itself means “coming,” and the season opens with Isaiah’s prayer, “come down and make Yourself known.”  Our Christmas Journey rightly begins its mundhaus presentation with the Old Testament, and in the 2012th year of Christianity, the title of a recent book makes you stop & think—Christianity: The First Three Thousand Years. Here’s to the coming of the Lord: past, present, & future.

Special Congregational Meeting

Dec 4 Vote on Purchase of Hennig House & Property

The Church Council has called a special meeting of the congregation on Sunday, December 4th, at 11:45 a.m. so the congregation can vote on a proposal to purchase the Hennig house and property to our west, to secure a loan, and to begin a capital campaign. Thanks to all who participated in the Town Hall meetings and wrote questions/suggestions for the “yellow box, and to all who are praying and discerning God’s will and guidance in making a decision together as a congregation.

Securing a Spot for Bethany Ministry

in downtown Fredericksburg

     Many of you have toured the historic Hennig house, the original “fachwerk” behind it, and the property where a future building could be located. The house, built by Felix Van Der Stucken in phases after the Civil War, was purchased by Alfred and Frieda Hennig in 1940.  Alfred was Bethany’s caretaker for many years when the congregation built its new campus in 1954 on the site of the old Van Der Stucken mill.

     The property is for sale to Bethany at a cost of $600,000. It is listed on the county tax rolls at $700,000 and was appraised at $675,000 by Maenius Appraisal. If purchased, it will be incorporated into a Bethany Master Plan which would be developed and presented to the congregation for consideration. The plan would call for ministry and outreach-driven renovations and future building(s) according to a timeline deemed appropriate by the congregation over the next many years. The purchase of the property, along with the property donated by Joyce Hennig Robertson in 2005, would allow the congregation, at times in the future, to build 2 large buildings of over 8,000 sq ft each, when and as those would  become necessary. 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PRISON MINISTRY UPDATE

     On Nov 8th through 10th the Kairos prison ministry event number 18 was held at the Connally Unit in Kenedy, Texas. In this maximum security prison facility we had three days of sharing, singing, Christian instruction & worship. Forty two prisoners participated & the Holy Spirit was everywhere in evidence. It is difficult to begin to describe the changes we saw in these men over those three days. Perhaps one of the most telling moments occurred at the cross presentation ceremony just before the closing ceremony began. At this ceremony the prisoners were given the opportunity to receive a cross on a cord to wear around their necks. Reception of the crosses was voluntary & recipients were asked to take one only if they really wanted to wear them at the prison. All the men knew they would face persecution & some would probably receive beatings for wearing the crosses. Out of the 42 Kairos attendees, 39 accepted the crosses! I want to express my thanks to the many Bethany members who helped make this possible. For all of those who prayed for us, baked cookies & contributed financially, please know that you have made a huge difference by bringing Gods love to these men. A down payment in the amount of $60,000 shall be paid from initial pledge donations/gifts received prior to Dec 2011 with any remaining difference taken from the Contingency Fund., 3) Initiate a Capital Campaign process to retire the debt from the purchase of the property & to begin raising funds for future capital improvements  as will be determined from a facility wide master plan to be developed by the Long Range Planning Cmte.
APPROVED: Changing of the Dec Council Mtg to Dec 1 at 5:30 pm & holding a Special Council Mtg on Dec 4, immediately following the Special Congregation Mtg, in order to address any business needs as a result of the voting regarding the purchase of the Hennig Property.

APPROVED: Adding a line item in the 2012 Budget for website/media maintenance not to exceed $100/month. Note that this line item shall replace the line item for yellow page advertisement (amount of $100/month) which was discontinued in June of 2011. 
TABLED: Parish Ed’s request to provide $2,500 for 2012 Day Camp from the Bethany Foundation. Council wishes to distribute all Foundation Funds only after the Foundation has distributed the Funds.

TABLED: Parish Ed’s request to add a line item in the 2012 Budget for Nursery Attendants in the amount of $5,720. Council will review the request in further detail along with other budget requests prior to final draft of 2012 Budget.

APPROVED: Plan formalizing the structure of the Long Range Planning Committee & formal appointment of member with terms ending in 2011, 2012, 2013 & 2014.
REVIEWED: Preliminary 2012 Budget figures presented by Finance Committee.
