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Beware of “Grandma” Scam
It’s happening in Fredericksburg: someone calls and claims to be your college grandson or granddaughter. The caller is very convincing and seems to know things only your grandchild would know. The imposter grandchild says he/she needs you to wire some money, often thousands of dollars, because he/she was with a friend who was stopped and got caught with drugs in the car. The imposter asks you to wire some bail money and not tell anyone, including parents, in order to protect reputations. Grandparents: don’t do it – it’s a scam! Hang up and call your grandchild with a phone number which you know is accurate.  



COMMUNION: For those with walking difficulties, the pastors & communion assistants will bring the Lord’s Supper to them.  Please do 3 things to help: Sit near an aisle, tell an usher or worship host when you enter & raise a hand as communion distributors walk by.
NURSERY is located upstairs in room 208; children under age 2 are welcome during the Sunday school hour & children ages 4 & under are welcome during the 10:30 church hour. Pagers are available for parents. A Cry Room is available in the back of the sanctuary for traditional worship. 
SERVING FOOD AFTER FUNERALS: For funerals for members, we offer to serve sandwiches, cake & tea for the family & close friends. Usually  20 – 50 folks. We’ll serve up to 75 (after 75, the family will need to see about additional food).  Roseda Itz recruits food makers & food servers. RESERVATIONS REQUIRED: You must contact Berta in the church office for availability of fellowship hall rental. Arrangements include prep prior to event & cleanup afterward.
SOFT DRINK CANS “ONLY”: Donate your empty soft drink cans to Bethany Preschool. Place them outside the basement kitchen door on the west side of the church. (Nothing but cans, please!)
CHURCH OFFICE HOURS: Normal hours are Mon-Thur 8:30 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Offices are manned on Fri am but closed to routine business while bulletins are printed, financial records posted & sermons prepared. Staff meetings usually held Tuesday morning beginning at 9:00 a.m. [The second week of the month staff meeting is held on Wed due to the Deanery meeting.]
